BibSonomy is a social bookmarking and publication-sharing system. It aims to integrate the
features of bookmarking systems as well as team-oriented publication management

management tools, a citation manager and a mind map brainstorming tool

Diigo is a social bookmarking website which allows signed-up users to bookmark and tag
web-pages
Rlzzoma is an online collaboration tool for education and research

VCASMO is a multimedia presentation solution for photo and video slide shows,
business presentations, training, academic teaching, and seminars. Upload a variety

Paper.li is a content curation service that enables you to monitor content and
topics across the web, turning content into online newspapers and newsletters
Scoopi.it allows a user to build and engage audiences through publishing by
curation

Pearltrees is a visual and collaborative curation tool that allows users to collect,
organize and share any URL they find online as well as to upload personal photos
and notes
